“This Interterence and lenfency not
only cripples the court, but. engour-
ages the unlawful ones to further
violate the- law. Mayor Woodward
has_acted on many, of these cases
and granted pardons and reductions
in fines without eveny consulting’ me.

“In but one Instartce has he talked
with me regarding a case. That was
soveral. weeks ago—the day the Court
of Appeals sustained my declsion in
the Griff Freeman ' case. . Mayor
Woodward called me over the -tele-
phone and told me the attorneys. for
Froeman had requested him to grant
a pardon. 1 told the Mayor that
Freeman was one of the moat noted
blind tiger-operators we had-to deal
with; and urged-him not to Interfere
with the sentence.
