Mr, Arnold aroso, saying:

“Your honor can seo that this trial
18n't boing held on the original ljssue.
Every illegal transaction has been
brought against this man that could
possibly be brought to bear.”

Interrupting the attorney for the
defense, Mr. Hooper exclalimeod:

“f don't think this statement of Mr.
Arnold's should be allowed to go In,
because, in the first placo, it lsn't
true.”

Judgo Roan recallied tho jury, ruling
that such parts of Turner's statement
would be admitted in the effort to
show that IFrank was acquainted with
the girl,
