ATLANTA, Ga., March 14.—Some time '
ago Leo Frank was asked a number
of questions about his case. These he
answered. To-night he gave out a list
of questions he asserted the public
ought to answer before convxcting' him

* 1. If, as the prosecution contends, a
man had strangled a young girl to death
at ten minutes past twelve, ‘is it likely
that when the murder was discovered
he would come forward, without hesita-
tion, freely and voluntarily, and state
that be had seen and talked with her a
few moments previous, when there was
no witness to the conversation and there
was probably no way for it to bpe
known, unless he revealed it himself?
